Pre-Civil War Farmhouse Identification and Certification

The Sangamon County Historic Preservation Commission (SCHPC) and the Sangamon County Farm Bureau (SCFB) have joined to locate and certify all pre-Civil War farmhouses in the county that are on operative farms, including the oldest extant home on an operative farm. 

Rules: 

Completed entry forms must be received by March 31, 2016.  House must sit on an operative farm. The residents/owners do not have to be engaged in production agriculture, but the house must sit on at least 40 acres of ground that is actively being farmed, whether that is with crops or livestock. All entries should pertain to houses built before 1860. Homes qualifying for certification will be determined at the discretion of the SCHPC. Proof of the exact date of construction may not be required, but documentation and/ or other reasonable evidence of pre-1860 construction must be submitted. Owner of the house with the best available evidence demonstrating that it is the oldest of all entries will receive a handsome engraved plaque.  Owners of other certified pre-1860 farmhouses will receive certificates suitable for framing.
