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May across Logan, Menard, and Sangamon counties was a rollercoaster,
bringing nearly every type of weather event imaginable. From hail to dust
storms, producers faced a variety of challenges to their growing crops.

The main event that captured the attention of many people was the dust
storm on May 16. Starting in Logan, McLean, and Champaign counties, a large
cloud of dust was kicked up by thunderstorms that went through the southern

part of Illinois. The dust storm extended as far North as Chicago, prompting

the National Weather Service office in Chicago to issue its first-ever dust
storm warning. In addition to the dust storm, hail fell across the area several
times during May. On May 15, 2-inch diameter hail hit parts of Menard and

Logan counties, causing damage to property in Athens and other towns. Hail
fell again in Springfield as a tornado-warned storm went right through much of
Sangamon County on May 20. Other periods of rainfall brought much-needed

rain to the area and helped crops get a good start to the growing season.

June has been less crazy in terms of weather, but we have seen over three
inches of rain fall across much of the greater Springfield area. As temperatures
start to warm up and conditions become more humid, it is important to scout
your fields to look for any signs of diseases or insects that could hinder crop
growth moving forward. If you need help diagnosing potential diseases or
identifying insects, please feel free to email me at rgtibbs@illinois.edu or
contact the Sangamon County Extension office at (217) 782-4617.
