At the end of March, the Illinois Society of Farm Managers and Rural Appraisers (ISPFMRA)
released the 2025 Land Values Report, which highlights changes and trends in farmland
values using transaction data from 2024. ISPFMRA uses the soil productivity index (PI) to
classify the quality of each parcel sold. In 2024, Sangamon County experienced a dynamic
shift in land values, reflecting broader trends in the agricultural market.

Four excellent productivity (Class A) parcels were sold in Sangamon County in 2024, with an
average sale price of $19,625 per acre and an average Pl of 141.25. For the broader region,
including Sangamon County, the average sale price was $17,094, and the average Pl was
138.0. These figures were approximately ten percent lower than 2023, primarily due to high
interest rates and lower commodity prices. The range for cash rents for Class A land in the
region ranged from $375 to $475 per acre, steady from 2023.

Four good productivity (Class B) parcels were sold in Sangamon County in 2024, with an
average sale price of $14,075 per acre and an average Pl of 128.0. These were higher than the
regional average sale price of $13,302 per acre and average Pl of 127.1. The sale of Class B
land in the region was slightly higher due to increased demand and fewer Class A parcels up
for sale. The region's cash rent range was $275 to $400 per acre, steady from 2023.

Only one average productivity (Class C) parcel was sold in Sangamon County in 2024, with an
average sale price of $12,600 per acre and an average Pl of 108.9. The sale price was higher
than the regional average of $9,539 per acre, but the Pl was lower than the regional average

of 110.7. The average cash rent for Class C land in the region was $250 to $350 per acre,

steady from 2023.

The report notes that a majority of surveyed farm managers and land appraisers believed
land values will either remain steady or decrease in 2025, and that there will be less land sold
in 2025. Factors such as the overall farm economy, interest rates, and commodity prices will
all have an impact on land values and willingness to sell or purchase land. Visit my blog Farm
Focus for further reading and information.
